1) Install the LavaPort as specified in the manual provided.
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2) Install the ADTRAN Express XR\XRT software and configure the SPIDs appropriately.
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3) Add the ADTRAN Express XR\XRT TA for 230,400 through Control Panel modems.



Check the box to select a modem from a list and then click Next.
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Click Have Disk to browse to the location of the ADTRAN ISDN TA.
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Click Browse with the ADTRAN floppy in the drive.
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Double click on the a:\  folder to select the ADTRAN .inf and then click OK.
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Click OK to select that .inf.
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Select the ADTRAN Express XR or XRT 230.4Kbps & 16650 UART modem and click Next.
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Select the appropriate port and click Next.
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Click Finish to complete the installation of the modem.

Click Properties to configure the ADTRAN TA to 230,400 bps.
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Select the 230,400 setting for Maximum speed and click OK.
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4) Create your Dial Up Networking Connection.



Enter a name for your connection and click Configure to ensure that the Maximum speed is at 230,400.
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Select 230,400 as the Maximum Speed and click OK then Next on the Make New Connection window like above.
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Enter the phone number you use to connect to your ISP.
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Click finish to complete the installation of your new connection.
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5) In My Computer Dial Up Networking you will see a newly created Icon.

Double click that Icon,  enter the Correct Login name and Password, Click Connect and you will be connected at 230,400 bps.
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
